Introduction

The First Nations Education Steering Committee (FNESC) and the First Nations Schools Association (FNSA) are pleased to provide this summary of the special education activities undertaken in the BC region during the 2005/2006 school year.

In the 2005/2006 schools year, $6,709,486 of the Special Education Program (SEP) funding was made available for special education programming in the BC region.  $5,867,400 of this funding was made available at the beginning of the school year, but the remaining $842,086, representing the portion of the increased SEP funding announced in the February 2005 budget, was not released until March 2006.  Due to the late release of a large portion of the SEP funding, several of the provincially coordinated activities were delayed in an effort to minimize the impact on First Nations school allocations and student services.  These activities are explained in more detail in Section Two.  

First Nations schools and communities in BC continue to support the FNESC and FNSA management of the special education program for First Nations schools in the province.  The majority of SEP funding continues to flow to First Nations schools for the provision of direct services to children with special needs.  First Nations schools continue to focus their efforts on the priorities previously identified and outline their activities in the collectively established and approved workplan and reporting documents.  

The following chart shows that 85% of the SEP funding goes to First Nations schools in the form of school allocations, and 15% is used for collective, regional-level services (including the administrative funding required by FNESC and the FNSA).

In addition, many schools continue to combine grants from other sources to enhance the special education services available for students.  In total, 21% of the total funding used for special education purposes came from sources other than the SEP program.  This is a decrease from the 27% reported last year.  This year, some schools seemed to report only on the SEP funding used and not the total funding for some of their initiatives.  

The following charts outline the sources of the funding as well as the amounts used for direct and indirect services.  95% of the total funding used for special education initiatives is used for direct services.

Part One: Overview of School-Based Activities

This summary describes the general programs implemented using the special education funding, as well as the outcomes that resulted.  Attached, as Appendix A, is the First Nations Regional Managing Organization Annual Report, which contains further information as requested.

1. Profile of the schools

1.10 General Information

All First Nations schools in BC were once again given the opportunity to access special education funding.  School allocations continue to be determined using a base-plus-per-capita formula ($10,000 base plus a per capita amount based on the Full Time Equivalent (FTE) student figures listed on the INAC nominal roll).  In 2005/2006, 131 schools were notified of their SEP allocation amount.  The submission and approval of a workplan continues to be the requirement to access the SEP funding, and individual and conference calls were once again made available to schools to assist them with the application process.  129 schools (98%) submitted workplans and accessed their SEP funding allocations. 

Due to the way the additional $842,086 of SEP funding was released by INAC this year, the FNSA membership at the 2005 FNSA AGM, made the decision to not hold the 5% of funding that has been reserved in previous years for schools who could not meet the needs of some of their High Cost special needs students.  Initially, the plan was that the 5% would once again be made available to schools and accessed by way of application when the additional funding was released.  However, the funding was released too late in the year to enable an application process, so allocations were determined using the FTE count of each school.  FNESC/FNSA notified schools of the additional funding available and requested the submission of an addendum to the school workplan along with an assurance that the additional funding will be accounted for and included in the final reports.  128 schools were able to supplement their existing activities with this additional funding.

In June, 129 schools submitted final reports to FNESC/FNSA outlining all the special education initiatives and expenditures for the 2005/2006 year.  This constitutes 100% of the schools that accessed SEP funding.  Once again, the information contained in the final reports was entered into a database in an effort to meet the necessary accountability and reporting requirements.  

127 schools also completed the INAC First Nations School Annual Reporting Form constituting 99% of the schools that accessed SEP funding.  Those schools represented a total enrolment of 6036 students.  The number of identified High Cost special needs students continues to represent approximately 24% of the enrolment of the schools.  However, this is likely an under-representation given that there continues to be a number of students who are waiting for assessments before they can be considered formally identified.  The following chart shows the formally identified High Cost student numbers as well as the numbers of students who have been referred for assessments, but have not yet received those services.  
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1.11 Special Education Policies

The development of a special education policy continues to be a requirement to access SEP funding.  The increase in the number reflects the increase in the number of First Nations schools in BC.

Many schools continue to use the policy template designed by FNESC/FNSA in the 2002/2003 year.  However, there is also an increase in the number of schools who have modified the template to make it more applicable for their individual school, and who have developed their own unique policy.  

1.12 School Staffing

The wording of this section of the INAC First Nations School Annual Reporting Form continues to be problematic.  The wording was changed again this past year causing confusion for schools trying to complete the form.  In addition, the numbering of this section was incorrect, which added to the confusion.  Nonetheless, a comparison of the last three years is provided in the chart below, and although there is an increase in the numbers of each staffing category, the accuracy of this data is questionable due to the nature of this section of the INAC form.

1.13  Needs Not Met

Each year, schools have been asked to give a detailed account of the types of needs of those students who are not receiving adequate special education services.  Schools have also been asked to list the services they require along with the funding required to provide those services.  

The following chart outlines the numbers of students who did not have any of their needs met and the numbers of students whose needs were partially met since 2003.  This slight increase in the number of students not having their needs met this past year can be attributed to the lack of the additional 5% of funding set aside in previous years for those schools who cannot meet the needs of some of their students with their SEP allocations.  The reduction in funding and services due to the late release of a portion of the SEP funding negatively impacted students and is reflected in the numbers reported by schools listed below.

The unmet needs section of the First Nations School Annual Reporting Form also contained errors when referring back to specific numbers on the form.  This may have been one reason why there seemed to have been fewer schools who completed the estimated funding amounts with respect to unmet needs.  Nonetheless, First Nations schools have continued to be consistent with the assertion that approximately $13,000,000 of funding is needed in the BC region to adequately meet the needs of students with special needs attending First Nations schools.
1.14 First Nation Definition of Special Needs

First Nations in BC continue to challenge the appropriateness of the Provincial Special Needs categories for First Nations students.   The current requirement to use provincial criteria when determining the incidence rates of students with High Cost Special Needs does not take into account numerous factors that are unique to First Nations communities such as community remoteness, high staff turn-over, lack of resources, social issues, behavioural challenges and mild to moderate learning difficulties that are more costly to address. The resultant incidence rates based on provincial criteria are not accurate, but are low due to the restrictive categories.

Many students assessed do not meet provincial criteria for special needs, but still present with numerous difficulties that cannot be met within the normal resources provided to the schools.  In order to provide a picture of what some of these students look like and the challenges schools have in meeting their needs, Dr. Art More has provided some case studies of students who were assessed during the coordinated assessment process, but who did not fit within the restrictive provincial categories.  The following case studies are from the Coordinated Assessment Final Report that can be found in the appendix.  Please note that these summaries are based on detailed assessment reports which include conclusions and recommendations based on a great deal more information than is presented here.  Names and other identifying information have been changed to preserve the anonymity of the student and the school.
Jolene

Jolene is 10 and in the final months of fourth grade.  She was referred for assessment because of serious achievement delays, especially in reading.  Her teacher indicated that her reading level is equivalent to that of a child at the beginning of grade 2.  Jolene works hard, but in recent months she is getting discouraged and rapidly losing interest in reading.  Her attendance and her health are both good.

Jolene’s school records show that her achievement, especially in language, has been significantly delayed since she began school.

Her school enrols about 150 students from K to Grade 7.  Her village is somewhat isolated, connected by road to a larger non-Aboriginal community some kilometres distant.

Assessment results confirmed that her reading achievement was at grade 2.1 (standard score 65), and her general achievement at 2.4 (standard score 72).  Her cognitive ability scores were 73 in the verbal domain, 76 in performance, and adaptive ability score was 78.

There was no evidence of brain dysfunction, or psychological or social problems.

The primary purpose of the assessment was achieved.  We were able to provide her teacher with a detailed breakdown of Jolene’s strengths and weaknesses as well as helpful recommendations for working with her.  Her teacher and FNESC support staff were able to use the results to develop an effective IEP.

However the secondary purpose of the assessment was not achieved - we were unable to identify a category for her difficulties, even if cultural differences and biases in assessment are taken into account.  She did not meet the Ministry criteria for Intellectual Delay - her cognitive ability scores were not quite low enough.  She did not meet the criteria for Severe Learning Disability because the gap between her cognitive ability and achievement was not great enough.  And so, when the school and FNESC provides information to funding agencies for special needs support, they cannot use Jolene’s results, even though her difficulties are very serious.  Similarly in the provincial school system her results would not trigger additional funding for special needs support.

George

George is 11 and in grade 5.  He was referred for assessment because of serious behaviour problems.  He lives in a community very similar to Jolene’s community.

George has a long history of very aggressive behaviour towards other students.  He has attacked classmates with his pen, ruler, and in one case a piece of 2 x 4, causing a range of injuries.  He has been caught stealing and damaging school and community property.  He regularly lies in attempts to cover his behaviour.  He shows no remorse for hurting other students, and he shows no empathy for others.  

He is about 2 years behind in his achievement, and is very unmotivated to do school work.

George comes from an extremely unstable, neglectful home situation which won’t be described here to preserve anonymity.  The school has reported his behaviour and home situation to social services, but nothing has been done because of a shortage of social services professionals.  He was also referred for counselling in an attempt to deal with his anger and aggressiveness, but there were no professional counsellors or therapists available in the area.

The assessment indicated his achievement was indeed very delayed, however his cognitive abilities were in the normal range.  He needed a great deal of encouragement to continue the assessment, but he did continue at an acceptable level of cooperation.  When he made an error or found a task very difficult, he was usually very crestfallen and then would begin to look angry.  

His records as well as information from teachers and administrators and from interviewing George, show:

· significant evidence of antisocial, extremely disruptive behaviour in the school environment and in other environments;

· behaviours which are a serious risk to others, and behaviours that significantly interfere with his academic progress and that of other students; and

· behaviours which are serious enough to be known to school and school district personnel and other community agencies and to warrant intensive interventions by other community agencies beyond the school; 

· behaviours which are beyond the normal capacity of the school to manage.

The primary purpose of the assessment was only partially achieved.  We were able to indicate some of George’s strengths and weaknesses and to confirm the seriousness of his behaviour problems.  

However we were not able to make effective recommendations because of the lack of resources and professional support available to the community.  George needs psychological support and a teacher aide to help with his behaviour as well as to protect other students.  Significant intervention with the family by social services was clearly indicated by the information made available to us.

There was also a problem with identification or categorization.  In order to be classified as Behaviour Disorder - Intensive (rather than Moderate), under Ministry criteria, other agencies would have to be involved with him and an interagency plan must be on file.  However other agencies are not available.  The result is that when the school or FNESC approaches funding agencies for special needs support, they cannot make a case for the level of support George needs.  Similarly in the provincial school system, George’s difficulties would trigger only half of the financial support that would be available if he could be classified in the “Intensive” rather than the “Moderate” category.
1.2 Student Assessments

A substantial portion of the SEP funding provided to First Nations schools continues to be used for student assessments.  Funding for assessment purposes is used to purchase assessment materials and to hire specialists to conduct specialized assessments.  The following chart shows the different categories of assessments reported by schools and the amount of funding used by schools in each category since 2002/2003.

The initial backlog of assessment needs at the beginning of the SEP funding in 2002/2003 resulted in more resources being allocated for assessment purposes in previous years.  Now schools have to balance assessment needs with the provision of services to those students who have received assessments.  In addition, many schools report long waiting lists for some specialized assessments and ongoing challenges in getting specialists to travel to some communities.  

The following graph provides a visual picture of the types of assessments and the amount of funding used for each type.  There continues to be a decrease in psycho-educational assessments, which again can be attributed to the initial backlog of assessment needs.  In addition, this past year there was an increase in SEP funding used for Speech-Language assessments.  FNESC/FNSA lost both Speech-Language Pathologists this past year due to the large amount of travel required of the position, so these services were not provided by FNESC/FNSA to the same extent.  This resulted in an increased number of schools having to use their SEP allocations to meet the speech and language needs of their students.  
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There has been an increase in schools reporting using assessment information as a focus in establishing appropriate programs for students.  This is reflected in the following quotes.

Once the baseline measures were established, the students had IEPs developed.  These outlined specific goals to be obtained by the student.  The support worker carried out the strategies contained in the IEP. 

SEP is helping us to develop closer partnerships with our parents.  As we learn more about the individual needs of students, we have more information to convey to the families, and the teachers feel more confident in making suggestions and recommendations.  Parents feel more confident with the school and our programs.
1.3 Early Intervention

In addition to student assessments, a significant range of early intervention programs and services continue to be implemented by schools.  The activities undertaken have been grouped into categories to enable reporting.  The following table shows the amount of total funding spent by schools each year since 2002 (combined SEP and other funding sources).  There has been a reduction in the amount of funding spent on early intervention activities.  This is most likely due to the decrease in other funding sources used/reported by schools.  A detailed breakdown of activities within each category and the funding sources used is provided in subsequent charts.

Data Sources 

The following graph shows the types of data sources used to track the effectiveness of their early intervention programs and services.  The use of standardized tests continues to increase as does the use of school records such as report cards, attendance records, student files, etc.

Outcomes

The following graph shows the types of outcomes achieved by the early intervention activities implemented.  Improved student attendance/behaviour continues to be the outcome achieved by the majority of the initiatives in this category of activity.
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Performance Standards

The use of tools to measure the outcomes achieved has been an area of growth for schools.  Generally, schools are reporting tracking attendance, participation and office referrals to measure changes in student behaviour.  In addition, changes in student academic performance are being measured by the use of test scores where appropriate.
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1.4 Individual Student/Small Group Programs

Schools used the greatest portion of their SEP grants to implement a range of activities and services for individual students and small groups of students with special needs.  The activities generally fell into the categories listed below.  The following table shows the amount of total funding spent by schools each year since 2002 (combined SEP and other funding sources).  Once again, the majority of funding has been used to hire school staff and specialists to work with children with special needs.  A detailed breakdown of activities within each category and the funding sources used is provided in subsequent charts.

Data Sources 

The following graph shows the types of data sources used to track the effectiveness of the individual and small group programs and services.  Once again, the combined sources of school records and formal tests comprise the bulk of the data collected.  In addition, the anecdotal records and observations of staff working with individual students are invaluable in terms of tracking behaviour and other improvements that are difficult to quantify.  
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Outcomes

The following graph shows the types of outcomes achieved by the programs for individual and small groups of students.  Schools again reported that the largest outcomes achieved were improvements in academic performance and student attendance/behaviour.  In addition, the enhanced school and specialist staff has resulted in schools reporting improvements in teaching resources and enhanced school structures and capacity.
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Performance Standards

The greatest measures of performance reported by schools were in the area of behaviour and life skills.  Improvements in participation and attendance, decreases in office referrals, and increased self-esteem and confidence levels of students were the measures most often reported in this category.  Improvements in academic performance and language development and reading skills were measured by various program evaluation tools, standardized test scores where appropriate, and attainment of Individual Education Plan goals.  
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The usefulness of the programs for individual students is further highlighted by the following quotes from the special education program reports from First Nations schools in BC.

Having a teacher assistant available in the classroom has been a crucial component in our classrooms.  Individual Education Plan requirements are met and students have shown progress.  There is a very noticeable difference in the functioning of the classroom when the teacher assistant is absent.

One of the reasons our special education programs were so successful was due to our ability to engage the services of a qualified mental health counsellor.  Prior to this year, the school wasn’t able to devote any resources to fill this position.  This has had a profound effect on changing the behaviour of students experiencing difficulties.  

1.5 School-Wide/Large Group Programs

In addition to the individualized attention to students with special needs, the special education funding enabled First Nations schools to implement a range of best practice programs and services that benefit a greater range of students, including students with special needs.  The following table shows the amount of total funding spent by schools each year since 2002 (combined SEP and other funding sources).  The majority of funding has been used to hire school staff and specialists to work with children with special needs.  As with the previous sections, a detailed breakdown of activities within each category and the funding sources used is provided in subsequent charts.

Data Sources

Schools reported using a variety of data sources that generally fell within the categories of standardized/formal tests, anecdotal information/observations/surveys and school records/reports.  
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Outcomes 

The greatest outcome reported was an improvement in student attendance/behaviour followed by improvements in academic performance.  These outcomes are indicative of the successes of the school wide/large group programs and services being implemented.  
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Performance Standards

Schools continue to use a variety of measures to record improvements in student behaviour and life skills including attendance records, office referrals, and student surveys.  Schools also continue to record improvements in academic performance, language development and reading skills.
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The usefulness of the school wide and large group programs is further highlighted by the following quotes from the special education program reports from First Nations schools in BC.

School wide ability groupings for our core subjects have been an extremely successful method for addressing students’ needs instead of pull-out programs that only address several students at a time.  It is more cost effective, more successful, and all students are demonstrating progress.

1.6 Professional Development

Schools continue to use a portion of their SEP funding to provide professional development opportunities for schools staff and parents.  Although efforts are made to make training accessible, schools have to balance the provision of professional development opportunities with direct service delivery for students.  This continues to be an area of great need and proves to be a challenge for many schools due to the high costs of travel.  There continues to be a focus on community based training opportunities.  The following table shows the amount of total funding spent by schools each year since 2002 (combined SEP and other funding sources).  A detailed breakdown of activities within each category and the funding sources used is provided in subsequent charts.

Data Sources

In terms of professional development activities, schools used data sources such as workshop attendance and changes in student outcomes such as behaviours and academic performance.  Changes in student outcomes are reflective of the skills learned in the various training initiatives and their application in the classroom.  Schools also reported using parent and student surveys to gather information.  
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Outcomes

The greatest outcome of the professional development activities was enhanced teaching/teaching resources.  This, combined with the improved school capacity/structures is indicative of the improved ability of school staff to address the needs of students.  Improvements in student academic performance and behaviour/attendance also provide evidence of an improved capacity of school staff to deliver appropriate services with the resources provided.
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Performance Standards

By far the greatest performance standard reported being used in this section was improved teaching capacity.  Improvements recorded in student outcomes are also indicative of the improvements in the teaching capacity of school staff.  
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The usefulness of the professional development activities is further highlighted by the following quotes from the special education program reports from First Nations schools in BC.

The Crosscurrents (provincial special education conference) has proved to be an excellent way to provide the staff with professional development, establish contacts, find specialists and locate supplies.

One aspect that has made the Special Education Program at our school such a success has been attendance at workshops that provide relevant information and practical ideas for working with children with special needs.  Applying the practical ideas with the children and sharing the information with other staff and parents has been very beneficial and rewarding.  

1.7 Summary of School Based Initiatives

The majority of the school-based initiatives continue to be focused on hiring specialists and additional staff for the provision of early intervention, individual student, and whole school programs.  

Schools are continuing to provide assessments within the limited resources available, but often struggle between providing the necessary programs for students already assessed with the provision of additional assessments.  Schools are demonstrating an increase in the use of assessment information for the purposes of providing appropriate programs for students with special needs.  This is the result of the various professional development opportunities that schools have undertaken in this area. 

The success of the school-based initiatives and the importance of SEP funding are highlighted in the following quotes from staff from First Nations schools.  

We have continued to have success with our special education program.  Our school has been able to provide a great deal of individual support for students on a daily basis.  This opportunity has had a positive impact on all SEP students.  With SEP funding we have built a strong supportive learning environment for our students.  

The difference these funds make to our students’ lives cannot really be shown or documented on paper.  Many years from now the difference will be seen in graduation rates and in the confident, healthy adults whose children are now attending our school.

Part Two:  Overview of Provincial Level, Collective Activities

A portion of the Sep funding available in BC was retained at the provincial level for collective activities.  These initiatives are described briefly below, and the funding allocated for each activity as well as for the administrative activities of FNESC and the FNSA, is identified in the following table.

2.1 Coordinated Student Assessments 

Many schools continue to report difficulties in accessing specialist services.  For this reason and to create economies of scale, FNESC/FNSA has continued to organize provincially coordinated psycho-educational assessments.  Initially, due to the delay in the release of a portion of the SEP funding, this initiative was deferred until later in the school year.  When one of the speech-language pathologists left FNESC, the remainder of her salary was used to provide some assessments for students. Then, when the remaining SEP funding was released, additional assessments were made available.  

This project provided 100 assessments within the provincially coordinated funds.  In addition, schools used a portion of their SEP allocations to provide an additional 44 assessments while the assessors were in or near the community.  Out of the 144 students assessed, 117 met the provincial criteria for at least one special education category, and many met the criteria for more than one category.  The details of this project are provided in detail in the final report included in the appendix.  

2.2 Providing Special Education Professional Services

This year, the FNESC/FNSA special education consultant and the toll-free resource line coordinator continued to provide much needed in-school support.  Challenges in maintaining the services of Speech Language Pathologists was experienced as both left the employment of FNESC during the school year for other positions that do not require travel.  

The provision of specialist services was the topic of much discussion at the last FNSA AGM.  As a result, FNESC/FNSA is working with schools to develop alternative strategies for addressing the speech-language needs of communities.

2.3 Supporting the Toll-Free Special Education Resource Line

A portion of the special education funding continues to be used to support the Special Education Toll-Free Resource Line.  For five years, the telephone and email support has connected First Nations educators and parents with a special education teacher who is able to answer questions and share information about special education materials, professional development opportunities, relevant support organizations, and specific programs.  A newsletter, Connections, is also distributed monthly, and a special professional development issue is released each fall to assist schools with their professional development planning for the school year.  There is also an email listserv where subscribers can post questions related to special education and get responses from other educators working in First Nations schools.  

Last year, the toll-free resource line position was modified to include some travel to First Nations schools in order to provide the much requested in-school support as well as to build relationships with school staff and parents.  The result of this change has been a marked increase in the volume of calls/emails the line is receiving.  The total number of contacts in 2004/2005 was 391.  In the 2005/2006 year, the total number has increased to 675.  Also, the number of parents contacting the line has increased from 11 in 2004/2005 to 50 this past year.

2.4 Bulk Purchasing of Resources

The FNESC/FNSA special education program, in conjunction with SchoolNet, was able to bulk purchase a variety of assistive technology software for First Nations schools.  Enough copies of BoardMaker plus the addendums and add-on resources, Clicker-4 and add-on resources, Write-out-loud, Read-out-loud and Draftbuilder for each First Nations school were purchased at a substantially reduced price.  Training for each program was also negotiated and provided to schools upon request.  This is discussed in more detail in the professional development section.  

FNESC/FNSA was also able to negotiate with the provincial special education technology association, SET-BC, for the inclusion of First Nations schools in the provincial site license for some additional special education technologies.  Many schools were able to access Kurzweil and Co:writer through this process.  

2.5 Collective Professional Development Activities

First Nations schools determined that a portion of the special education funding available in B.C. should be used to sponsor collective professional development opportunities. This use of funding was thought to be an appropriate way to provide the training as cost-effectively as possible, and to ensure that the training programs were designed to address the specific interests of First Nations schools.

Supporting Diverse Learners/Learning Facilitators Certificate

In 2005, FNESC/FNSA continued to partner with Simon Fraser University (SFU) and Thompson River University (TRU) to deliver a two-year graduate diploma, Supporting Diverse Learners, and a two-year certificate, Learning Facilitator’s Certificate.  This program is flexible and multi-levelled so participants can study relevant topics and apply what is learned in their workplace and community.  In the summer of 2005, 21 students graduated from the program: 16 with a graduate diploma and 5 with the Learning Facilitator’s Certificate.  In addition, a comprehensive review of the program was conducted by FNESC, SFU, and TRU in the form of focus groups to determine the appropriateness of the program for staff of First Nations schools.  Support for the program was overwhelmingly positive, but challenges with respect to needing more face-to-face meetings with mentors and communication issues linked to unreliable internet access were expressed.  
Language and Learning Certificate

In 2005, FNESC/FNSA continued offering a course towards the Language and Learning certificate.  Behaviour Analysis and Management was offered using a different method of course delivery in attempt to minimize the time away from communities for participants.  A combination of on-line distance learning and in-class learning was provided.  In April 2005, 27 participants were brought to Vancouver for an introduction to the program and to be trained on Blackboard, the distance learning computer platform used by the community college delivering the program.  The students were to complete a portion of the program in their communities and then meet for one week in July to complete the course in a classroom setting.  However, prior to the in-class session, only 14 students had successfully completed the on-line portion and were able to complete the remainder of the course.  The challenges faced by students were linked to connectivity issues in some communities as well as community and family commitments that made additional coursework challenging.
Assistive Technology Training

Some SEP funding was used in conjunction with SchoolNet funding to provide Assistive Technology training at the school level.  In total, 50 workshops were provided in communities.  This increased the numbers of participants in each community who had access to the training.  Schools were also encouraged to identify, where applicable, youth technology representatives who would be able to provide assistance to teachers and students.  A listing of the programs and numbers of participants is provided in the following chart.

However, due to staff turnover in many schools each year, the calls will continue to be an activity undertaken.

2.7 Special Education Lending Library

FNESC/FNSA continues to make special education resources available for First Nations schools to sign out.  The Connections Newsletter highlights specific resources in the library to make people aware of what is available.  This has proven to be an effective way of increasing access to resources that may otherwise be costly for schools to purchase.  

2.8 Summary of Provincial-Level Initiatives

The effectiveness of the collective special education initiatives continues to be demonstrated in several different ways. First Nations schools have consistently expressed their appreciation for the programs and services offered through FNESC and the FNSA, and demand for the services available has been significant. The professional development opportunities were all well attended, and evaluations from those events were extremely positive. 

First Nations schools continue to express satisfaction with the support provided by the special education resource staff while at the same time, expressing the need for increased resources to access additional staff both at the local and provincial levels. 

The need for some modifications to the way speech-language services are delivered became apparent this year, and with direction from First Nations schools, steps are being taken to address the needed change.  

FNESC/FNSA continues to explore creative ways to meet the professional development needs of First Nations schools while working within limited resources and understanding the challenges many communities face with respect to the costs and time associated with travel.  With these understandings, partnerships with other programs have been formed to provide an increased number of community-based training.  

In addition, the following quotes from the special education program reports clearly highlight the level of satisfaction generally expressed by First Nations schools.

We want to express our appreciation for the support provided by FNESC and FNSA.  Without the wonderful support, direction, and encouragement provided by these two exemplary organizations, providing for the needs of our special education population would be extremely difficult.  

We appreciate FNESC’s awareness of the need to provide funding structures and expenditure support to meet particular community, school, and student needs.  Thank you for your continuing strong advocacy for our communities, schools, staff, and students.
