The SEP Data Collection section of the workplan has been revised to incorporate new National SEP reporting requirements.   .

Nominal Roll form, Student files, Student Individual Education Plans. 

Instructions

Step 1: Enter a student file number for each student identified as having High Cost Special Education (HCSE) needs.  The school administrator or special education teacher must be able to trace this student file number to a valid/ open file .on a student, to demonstrate HCSE. The same number must be used each year.  

Step 2: For each student, indicate their gender by indicating M for male and F for female.

Step 3: For each student, indicate the grade they are enrolled in (not the grade level they are working at).  If they are an adult student, indicate with an A.
Step 4: Indicate if the student was identified on the current school year Nominal Roll Student Census Report as having high cost special education needs:  1. Yes,  2. No. If No indicate reasons why from list provided.
Step 5: Using the screening template on pages 4 and 5 as a guide, select the predominant special need from the list provided.  

Step 6: Indicate if student has multiple complex needs, choose  Yes, or No.
Step 7: If the student has an Individual Education Plan (IEP) in place, select Yes.  If they do not have an IEP in place, select No.   *Please note all students who benefit from SEP funding need an IEP and they must be submitted for the interim report.  

Step 8: For each student identified, indicate the Professional Assessment* Status from the drop down box: current (with in past 3-4 years), Assessment required (does not have a professional assessment) or Reassessment required (assessment is 4+ years old).

*Definition of Professional Assessment: student assessment completed by

a non-teacher professional. Possible sources of non-teacher professional  assessments include: medical doctors (psychiatrists, pediatricians, and other)
Step 9: For each student select all Direct Services needed from the drop down menu.

Step 10: For each student indicate all services that will be provided through the school year from the drop down menu.

Exceptional Needs Screening Template

Description

The Exceptional Needs Screening Template provides a list of the key behavioural and learning characteristics in six broad areas (Learning Disabilities, Communication Disorders, Behavior Disorders, Intellectual Disabilities, Physical Disabilities and Sensory Impairment in Hearing and Vision). In addition, the Screening Template provides a list of the common behavioural indicators in Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders and Autism Spectrum Disorders. 

Purpose

The Special Needs Screening Template can assist school staff in identifying students requiring further assessment.

	Students with severe learning disabilities have persistent difficulty in learning and using basic academic skills (i.e. reading, writing, and math).

Early Primary

Persistent difficulty in recognition of letters and numerals

or

Persistent difficulty in demonstrating phonological awareness.

Late Primary-Intermediate

Persistent difficulty in the acquisition of reading (poor decoding skills, and limited comprehension), writing (inability to express ideas in writing), and/or numeracy (inaccurate and slow computation).

Intermediate-Secondary 

Persistent difficulty in using reading as a tool to learn new information or using writing to express ideas or using computation to solve problems.
	Students with communication disorders have persistent difficulty understanding and using spoken language.

Communication disorders occur in:

· Speech production

· Expressive language (expressing themselves with  oral language)

· Receptive language (understanding spoken language)

Students with Speech Production Problems:

· Have a noticeable stutter or hesitation in speech

or

· Have persistent problems articulating sounds in words and will sometimes leave sounds out of words or substitute an incorrect sound.

Students with Expressive Language Problems

· Have difficulty finding the correct word to express meaning

· Often experience difficulty in expressing complex ideas

or

· May use limited vocabulary and incorrect grammar to express ideas

Students with Receptive Language Problems:

· Have difficulty carrying out multi-step directions

· Learning new vocabulary, and remembering sequences of numbers (e.g. phone numbers)
	Students with Acting Out Behaviour Disorders:

· Frequently disrupt classroom activities, routines and

· Often lose their tempers and argue with adults and/or threaten peers

or

· Are sometimes physically aggressive with adults and often fight with peers and 

· Often defy or refuse to follow directions given by adults in authority

Students with Internalizing Behaviour Disorders:

· Often appear depressed and

· Show little interest (or enjoyment of) pleasurable activities and

· Often feel worthless and say that they wish they were never born

or

· May appear tense and have difficulty controlling worries and fears
	Students Diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Disorder:

· Experience difficulty with reciprocal social interaction (appear unaware of others’ feelings, tend not to seek social interaction)

· Both receptive language and/or expressive communication are delayed (have difficulty in engaging in socially appropriate conversation)

· Often get upset over small changes in routine

· Frequently exhibit restricted, repetitious patterns of interest and/or behaviour

· May have unusual reactions or lack of reactions to sensory stimuli

	Students with Severe Acting Out Behaviour Disorders:

· Are extremely disruptive in most environments (School/Home/Community)

· Are often involved in delinquent behaviour (stealing, aggression, fire setting etc.)

· May present a threat to others’ safety (they may be physically or sexually assaultive)

Students with Serious Internalizing Behaviour Disorders:

· Appear vulnerable and fragile and at risk in the classroom
· Often are profoundly withdrawn and isolated
· May have attempted suicide or are at risk of suicide
	Students with more serious conditions within the Autism Spectrum Disorder:

· Experience considerable difficulty in developing functional communication (they may need to use simple gestural sign language and/or a communication board)

· Often exhibit repetitive behaviours (finger flapping, rocking, or slapping themselves)

· Often have serious difficulty establishing social relationships (difficult to comfort, or they appear socially isolated)

	Students diagnosed with Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder often have difficulty with both learning and social interaction.

Learning Problems may include:

· Difficulty understanding "abstract concepts"  (example: such as sugar is concrete but sweet is abstract, and money is concrete but value is abstract.) 

· Difficulty generalizing

· Difficulty with sequential thinking

· Difficulty remembering concepts and facts from one day to the next

Behavioural Problems may  include:

· Difficulty predicting and/or understanding the consequences of their behaviour

· Difficulty perceiving ‘social cues’ hence, alienating peers

· Easily over-stimulated and/or overwhelmed, often leading to outbursts.
	Students with Intellectual Disability require planned instruction to learn: 

· Self care skills

· Appropriate social skills

· Effective communication

· Functional academic skills


	Students with Physical Disability require periodic assistance with:

· Mobility or self-care skills (e.g. toileting)

· May require augmentative device for communication

· Academic tasks often require adaptations to enable the student to meet learning outcomes

Students with chronic medical conditions (e.g. cancer, chronic fatigue syndrome etc.) 

· often miss school

· experience reduced   endurance


	Students with Hearing Impairment require the use of hearing aids.  They may also require a personal f.m. system.

· Often experience considerable 

· difficulty following classroom discussion when background noise is present.

· Hearing loss often effects the following areas of language development:

· vocabulary development

· understanding abstract ideas

· understanding idiomatic language

Hearing loss may lead to social isolation
	Students with Visual Impairment

· Require closer then normal seating to see the information on wall maps, black boards, overheads etc.

· Require adapted materials:

enlarged print

-
enhanced contrast

-
and/or specialized equipment to gain information from books and other print materials

· They may need orientation or assistance in finding their way in new environments 

· Visual impairment may result in social isolation

	Students with significant Intellectual Disability require ongoing assistance for:

· Personal care

· Communicating needs and wants

· Participating in daily living activities

Note: Building modifications are often required for personal care needs (e.g. toileting).
	Students who are physically dependent require ongoing support for:

· All activities of daily living (i.e. toileting, eating, dressing, and mobility)

· Often require augmentative device for communication

Note: Building modifications are often required for physically dependent to fully participate.
	Students who are Deaf or profoundly Hearing Impaired require both hearing aids and specialized auditory and speech training to develop functional communication

or

They may rely on sign language to communicate
	Students who are Blind and/or severely Visually Impaired:

· Require Braille or taped versions of printed material

· Require orientation and mobility training to independently find their way in familiar environments

· Often require assistance with personal care (e.g. dressing) 

	
	
	
	A student with deaf/blindness has a degree of visual and auditory impairment that results in significant difficulties in developing communicative, educational, vocational and social skills.
